Dear Parents/ Guardians 

We hope the girls had a good September break. The Term 3 results slips were issued to the girls on 
the last day of Term 3, and we encourage you to continue your conversations with them on their goals, 
progress and areas for growth.

1. Supporting Students during Exam Period 

 
A special blessing was said for our graduating cohort during the Teachers’ Day Mass at the end of 
Term 3.

2. Upcoming Programmes 
 

Sec 1 to 3 Post-Examination Programme 
As the school is used as a venue for the GCE O-Level written examinations, Sec 1 to 3 students 
will be dismissed earlier on some days during their post-examination period. The CCA start time will 
also be adjusted accordingly. The Sec 1 to 3 post-examination timetable will be sent via Parents 
Gateway nearer the date. 
 
Sec 3 Academic Programme 
The last day of school for Sec 1 and 2 students is Friday, 25 October 2024. Sec 3 students will 
continue to have lessons from 28 October to 1 November as part of their Academic Programme.

3. Pilot for Lunch on CCA Days 
 

To manage the lunch crowd in the canteen on CCA Days (Wednesdays and Fridays), students will 
be allowed to leave the school for lunch. They are expected to report punctually for their CCAs in
